St Peter’s RC Primary is a Roman Catholic primary school located in Whitleigh, on the 
outskirts of Plymouth. The school has 99 pupils and four classes (YR/1, Y2/3, Y4/5, Y5/6). We 
currently have 47% Pupil Premium and 16% SEND. We are part of the Plymouth CAST Multi 
Academy Trust.

St. Peter’s is a friendly and welcoming school, where pupils feel happy and safe. (Parent 
survey Spring 2023). Our school was rated as a Good school by Ofsted (March 2023). We 
were also graded as Outstanding in the S48 section (March 2023) and demonstrated aspects 
of Outstanding. At the centre of all we do, are our Catholic Values and Virtues, which 
underpin our curriculum and inspire the mission of the school. Our Mission Statement, 
written by our school community, is ‘Through Jesus we love, we learn and we grow together’ 
We believe that this statement outlines our intention to grow together, both academically, 
and in our faith, inspired by Jesus. The current Headteacher has been in post since 
September 2023. She is supported by a Senior Teacher, who has held this role since 
September 2022, but who has been at the school for over 20 years. We have 6 class 
teachers, 5 Teaching Assistants, a Higher-Level Teaching Assistant and a part-time SENDCO. 
We also have a Senior Administrator, Parent Support Adviser and a Caretaker. The 
Reception/Year 1 class is taught by a job-share. 
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
