St. Peter’s RC Primary School was allocated £57,600 of pupil premium funding for the academic year 2016 to 2017. This is money delegated from the central
Government to schools, based on a number of measures. These measures include eligibility for Free School Meals in the last 6 years and children whose parents are in
the Armed Forces.
The Senior Management Team choose how best to spend this funding in a way to ensure that entitled pupils have access to additional support to enable them to reach
their potential.
